Obie Mason Clark passed away on Monday, September 9, 2024, in Nancy,
Kentucky. He was born on Sunday, January 23, 1944, in his grandparents’
home in the Bridgeport area of Franklin County to the late Leonard Raymond
Clark and Waldien Hammond Clark. A graduate of Louisville Bible College,
Obie served as a minister in several Kentucky and Indiana Christian churches.
Following his retirement from the ministry, he enjoyed working as a substitute
teacher, school bus driver, and in sales. He also was a Kentucky Colonel.

Early in his ministry, Obie traveled as an evangelist with his twin brother, Odis,
in a duo-ministry team known as “The Clark Twins.”

In his later years, Obie enjoyed various hobbies, such as
photography and playing the harpsichord, as well as golfing and fishing on
Lake Cumberland with his sons.

Obie leaves behind his wife, Vivian Eaton Clark; son, David Clark of
Richmond, Ky; daughter, Jennifer Walsh (Richard) of Richmond, Ky; and son,
Daniel Clark of Nancy, Ky. He is also survived by grandchildren, Bradley
Stuart Clark, Ashley Renee Tincher (Lane), Taylor King, Kennedy Stevenson,
Hayden Stevenson, and two great grandchildren. His twin brother, Odis Clark
(Sharon) of Danville, Ky. is joined by two nephews, Brian Clark and Jonathan

who mourn his passing.
